Procedure for applications for doctoral studies in Public Health Sciences

Applications for doctoral studies in Public Health Sciences can be submitted at any time of the year. An application may either be written in English or Icelandic. It shall be accompanied by a summary in English or Icelandic, a study plan, a description of the research project and a research proposal/plan, see application form. Changes to the study plan are subject to the approval by the Committee for post-graduate studies. Applications should be handed to the Center of Public Health Sciences. 

Application process:

1. A student applies for admission to doctoral studies, using the application form accessible on the Center of Public Health Sciences’ website and at the faculty office. Applications should be submitted to the PHS’s office.

2. It shall be stated whether the applicant intends to apply for financial support in connection with the studies (e.g. to RANNIS or other funds). Draft applications to any funds shall accompany the application for doctoral studies, if applicable.

3. The Center of Public Health Sciences steering committee considers the application, and if the application is accepted sends it for further consideration to the Committee for Post-Graduate studies at the School of Health Sciences or to the faculty that hosts the prospective supervisor. 

4. The Committee for Post-Graduate studies at the School of Health Sciences considers the application, and then calls the applicant and prospective supervisor to an interview.

5. The Committee for post-graduate studies gives a reasoned written assessment of the application.

6. The Center of Public Health Sciences steering committee rejects an application if it does not meet quality standards. Otherwise the application will be accepted. The Faculty informs the applicant of its decision by letter.

7. The Center of Public Health Sciences’ decision is notified to the Registration Office as soon as it has been finalized. 

8. A student who has been accepted by both committees shall contact the Registration Office to finalize registration not later than 31 July for fall term or, in the case of a student intending to commence studies in the spring term, not later than 30 October.
