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Global Studles

Graduate program

Global Studiesisamulti-disciplinary master’s program that provides students with theoretical
knowledge of various global processes. Students become familiar with research topics such
as migration, development, global health, environmental issues and multiculturalism from
a global perspective. An emphasis is placed on analysing these phenomena from various
social settings and identities, such as in relation to inequality, gender, class and culture.
Students get insight into theories of globalization and common research methods. The
program emphasizes the application of different social sciences, which is reflected in the
courses, and the issues are contextualized historically, socially and globally.

Structure of the program

Students can join the master’s program in Global Studies
(120 ECTS) or Diploma in Global Studies (30 ECTS), which is a
specialization that suits those who are working and aim to
improve their knowledge within the discipline. The master
students can either take general Global Studies program or
choose between three specialities: Migration and Multicultural
Studies, Global Health, and Development Studies. Master’s
studies are completed with a thesis and students can either
work on a 30 ECTS thesis, for instance with an applied project,
or a 60 ECTS thesis based on independent research. All required
courses are offered in English, both in-class and online.

Job opportunities

The master’s program in Global Studies and diploma give
students scholarly and applied knowledge that helps them
tackle complex societal transformations associated with global
processes in various fields. The master’s program provides an
opportunity for doctoral studies but it is also a preparation
for research and teaching for those with such interests. Global
Studies give an opportunity to work for diverse institutions
and agencies, including municipal and state institutions, the
United Nations, international development agencies, non-
governmental organizations (NGOs), companies and private
businesses, in Iceland as well as elsewhere.

Admission requirements

Admission requirements for diploma studies in Global Studies
is a BA, BS, or BEd degree from the University of Iceland or an
equivalent degree from another university. Master’s students
are required to have first grade (minimum 7.25 out of 10).
Students who complete diploma studies with first grade can
register as master’s students and incorporate their courses into
the master’s program. Application deadlines for prospective
foreign master’s students is 1 February each year. Application
deadlines for Icelandic nationals and those with residence
permits for at least four years in Iceland, are 15 April and 15
October. For diploma students, application deadlines are 1 June
and 30 November.
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
